Reems Creek

This most unique mountain golf experi­
ence is located only minutes away from
Asheville, built on hilly terrain in a beau­
tiful valley completely surrounded by
the scenic Blue Ridge Mountains. The
Reems Creek Golf Club, designed by
Hawtree in 1990, offers a Scottish
Highland feel with its rolling terrain,
deep and large knolls which bisect the
beautifully manicured bent grass tees,
fairways and greens. The very scenic
layout is surrounded by several lakes
and water hazards come into play on
many holes. Reems Creek Golf Club of­
fers a secluded setting which captures
the splendour and rustic beauty of the
North Carolina mountains.
