Hawtree have designed two courses at
the Wychwood Park development near
Crewe, England.

Wychwood Park Golf Course

Hawtree were commissioned by Coun­
tryside Properties for the design and
supervision of this 18 hole champion­
ship course which opened in 2002.
They made the best use of retained
natural features such as the beautiful

topography and Basford Brook, to cre­
ate a challenging parkland course,
abundant with water hazards. Water
features throughout the course and
there are a number of protected wildlife
areas scattered throughout.

The course enjoys stunning views of
the Cheshire countryside and is sur­
rounded by a residential development,
it forms the centrepiece for a dramatic
piece of landscape design, where each
of the housing hamlets have an axial
view, orientated on a central feature on
the border of an ornamental lake on the
18th hole.

Wychwood Park

The contractor John Greasley Ltd, be­
gan work on the construction of the golf
course in the autumn of 1999, some 10
years after planning permission was
granted. The course has been designed
as one that is capable of hosting a ma­
jor PGA European Tour event, which
was one of the planning conditions. At
7191 yards off the championship tees,
provides the ultimate challenge for golf­
ers.

Gorstyhill Golf Course

A new 18 hole Golf Course at

Wychwood Village, near Crewe in
Cheshire. A combination of beautifully
contoured USGA greens, tricky mani­
cured bunkers, natural wetland areas
and a variety of ponds to provide a
spectacular course that appeals to all
levels of golfers.

Gorstyhill

A distance of 6120 yards off the White
Tees and lovely undulating landscape,
there is a wonderful blend of attractive
and interesting terrain without steep
hills or long distances between greens
and tees. Hawtree Ltd has managed to
achieve the elusive golfing balance be­
tween a challenge and an ordeal.

The course was given an extra
'growing in' period and was aided by a
warm, wet summer in 2004 which al­
lowed the entire course to establish
and mature prior to opening.

Gorstyhill Golf Club is an independent,
privately owned Golf Club opposite the
well known Wychwood Park course on
the A531. Building work has already
started on Wychwood Village, a devel­
opment of 315 new houses surrounded
and separated from the Gorstyhill
course by 35 acres of Country Park.
